What connections can you think of that links to
the text on a local/national/global level? Provide
examples where you can draw parallels between
the text and real life experiences.

What connection does your text have to any of
your personal experiences? Write down
moments that you felt you have been able to
relate to and why? How did this make you feel?
What feelings were present? What are the key
memories of this moment?
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
